Exercise #1

1) Download the JDK 1.3 (or 1.2 if you are working on Linux). You can get it from www.javasoft.com.  In addition, download the API documentation. You should also get a nice editor, notepad is ok, but you may want to get a nicer one that recognizes JAVA keywords.

2) If you don’t know HTML learn it! To practice build a little site (you can just keep it on disk), that lists your 5 best computer projects, with option for download. (either hand in the files of the site, or better yet, connect to one of many homepage providers and put your site on-line.)

3) Think of a nice program that you can write that gets input through main(String [] args) and does something with it. Think of any program that you want, just make sure that it does something interesting and that you practice basic JAVA syntax, operators and class structure. Also use at least one of these classes into your program java.util.Date ,  java.util.Random ,  java.util.StringTokenizer, java.util.Vector, java.util.Stack, java.lang.Math or any other class for which you will be forced to READ the API.

4) Implement a linked list of integers. Write some method that tests that it works by inserting, searching for, and removing elements.
