1. Exercise #1: Welcome to Unix (Touring the directory tree).
2. Login to the system.
3. Perform the whoami command.
4. Which directory are you in (use pwd)?
5. List the contents of your directory, is anything there?
6. Change directory to root ( / ).
7. List the contents of root.
8. What are these, files or directories? (Use ls –l).
9. Change back to your home directory (you can do this in several ways.)
10. Change to /etc using a relative path.
11. Find a file that is not a directory in /etc and try to display it using cat.
12. Change to /bin.
13. Repeat step 10 for a file in bin. (What happened? If the terminal went crazy type reset and enter, if that doesn’t work log in again.)
14. Try to get a long listing format (-l) on ~/.  (Maybe the –d flag will help.) 
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
