Unix for Users

1. Exercise #2: Creating directories, copying files, renaming files.

2. Create ~/myC  directory.
3. Create ~/myText directory.
4. Create ~/myText/letters directory.
5. Copy a file (ascii.c) from yonin’s home directory to ~my/C  , name this file yoni_ascii.c  .
6. Type:
cd ~/myC

gcc ascii.c

7. You have just compiled a simple C program. The executable is a.out.  Run the executable.
8. Change the name of the executable to ascii.
9. Change directory to /, now run the executable.
10. After changing to a location in your home directory) Type:
echo ‘hello name ‘ > outFile

But instead of name, type your name.

11. You have just created a simple text file. It is named outFile. What is the size of this file?

12. Join up with the person sitting next to you. You should make a copy of his outFile, and he should make a copy of your outFile. (How can you copy files from each other? Just like in step 5.) Notice that you cannot copy to his home dir but you can only copy from his home dir. Also notice, that if you are not careful, you might destroy your original file, so copy his file to a different name.
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
