2. Enough of this free society thing, make a directory named ~/public. This should be the only directory that others can look at (see contents, and read files). The rest of your files and directories should be for your eyes only.
3. You should have an executable lying somewhere in your ~/ , (it is probably called ascii). Remove it’s execute permissions, try to run it.
4. Scripts do not have to be run with the source command. If you give a script file execute permission, the shell can run it just like an executable (by typing it’s name), try it. (Running a script in this manner, is not exactly the same as running the script using source. Ask the instructor.)
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
